RULES


Tee Times:


Tee Times will be posted in The Times Reporter on the Wednesday before each event.  If you do not receive the Times Reporter in your area, you may visit

Before Play:  


Golfers are expected to report to the starter 10 minutes prior to their tee time.  If a golfer misses their tee time, they will be disqualified.


We would appreciate both players and spectators to wear the appropriate clothing.  (gym/athletic shorts are unacceptable)  


A player is not allowed more than 14 clubs in their bag.





During Play:


All golfers must walk and carry their own bag.  Golfers are permitted to use a pull cart if needed.


Golfers may not receive advice at any time during the competitive round.  To prevent this, it is mandatory that spectators walk one half of a hole in front of the golfer(s).


Each group is expected to keep up with the group in front of them.


All spectators must walk unless one is able to show that he/she have a handicapped driver’s license registration issued by the BMV.  


All electronic devices must be turned off during play.














If at any time, a ball is lost or hit out of bounds, the player must follow the stroke and distance rule.  The player must play a ball as nearly as possible to the spot from which the original ball was last played.


The allotted time to look for a lost ball is 5 minutes.


If a ball becomes embedded, the player may take free relief - one club length from the nearest point of relief.  


If a ball comes to rest in or touches an abnormal ground condition (ie:  cart path) or if the condition interferes with the stance or swing, the player may take free relief - one club length from the nearest point of relief.  





Consideration for Others:


Players should always show consideration for others on the course and should not disturb their play by moving, talking, or making any unnecessary noise.  


On the putting green, players should not cast a shadow over another player’s line of putt and players should not stand on another’s line of putt.

















Note:  USGA rules will be followed at all events given conditions are appropriate.  The rules listed above are the most commonly addressed.  To become more familiar with USGA rules, please consult the USGA handbook or visit their website.
